kendini gostermektedir. Dinin temsilcisi olarak mollalar da toplumda 6nemli bir konum ve etkinlige sahiptir. Molla dini
otoritelerin ideal tipi olarak toplumda olduk¢a sayginlik ve itibar sahibidir. Afganistan’da dini otoriteler; molla, Mevlevi,
damla, ahund, mevlana, molla imam ve hatip olarak isimlendirilmektedir. Bunlar aslinda birer ilmi unvan olup belli
seviyeleri gosterir.

Afganistan toplumunda molla, dini, sosyal, kiiltiirel ve politik
olarak olduk¢a 6nemli etkinlige sahip olup toplumda énemli fonksiyonlar: icra etmektedir. Molla; imamlik, hatiplik,
camide ¢ocuklara din dersleri vermek, dini medreselerde ders vermek, devlet okullarinda din dersleri vermek, dini téren
ve merasimleri yerine getirmek, devlet memurlarinin bazi iglerini ylirtitmek, mutemetlik, arabuluculuk, miiftilik gorevi

ve yerel davalarin ¢6ziimii, gelenek ve goreneklerin korunmasi ve yasatilmasi gibi bir¢ok fonksiyonlart icra etmektedir.
